THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF CLARKSTOWN, IN THE COUNTY OF
ROCKLAND, NEW YORK, HEREBY RESOLVES (by the favorable vote of not less than two-thirds of all the
members of said Town Board) AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The Town of Clarkstown, in the County of Rockland, New York (herein called the
“Town”), is hereby authorized to construct drainage improvements, consisting of stabilization of the Cragmere Oval
stream channel. The estimated maximum cost thereof, including preliminary costs and costs incidental thereto and
the financing thereof, is $55,000 and said amount is hereby appropriated therefor.

Section 3. The following additional matters are hereby determined and declared:

(a) The period of probable usefulness applicable to the object or purpose for which said bonds are
authorized to be issued, within the limitations of Section 11.00 a. 4 of the Law, is forty (40) years.

(b) The proceeds of the bonds herein authorized and any bond anticipation notes issued in
anticipation of said bonds may be applied to reimburse the Town for expenditures made after the effective date of
this resolution for the purpose for which said bonds are authorized, or for such expenditures made on or before such
effective date if the Town Board has made a prior declaration of intent to issue indebtedness therefor. The foregoing
statement of intent with respect to reimbursement is made in conformity with Treasury Regulation Section 1.150-2
of the United States Treasury Department.

(c) The proposed maturity of the bonds authorized by this resolution will exceed five (5) years.

Section 4. Each of the bonds authorized by this resolution and any bond anticipation notes issued
in anticipation of the sale of said bonds shall contain the recital of validity as prescribed by Section 52.00 of the Law
and said bonds and any notes issued in anticipation of said bonds shall be general obligations of the Town, payable
as to both principal and interest by general tax upon all the taxable real property within the Town without limitation
of rate or amount. The faith and credit of the Town are hereby irrevocably pledged to the punctual payment of the
principal of and interest on said bonds and any notes issued in anticipation of the sale of said bonds and provision
shall be made annually in the budget of the Town by appropriation for (a) the amortization and redemption of the

bonds and any notes in anticipation thereof to mature in such year and (b) the payment of interest to be due and
payable in such year.

Section 5. Subject to the provisions of this resolution and of the Law and pursuant to the
provisions of Section 21.00 relative to the authorization of bonds with substantially level or declining annual debt
service, Section 30.00 relative to the authorization of the issuance of bond anticipation notes and Section 50.00 and
Sections 56.00 to 60.00 and Section 168.00 of the Law, the powers and duties of the Town Board relative to
authorizing bond anticipation notes and prescribing the terms, form and contents and as to the sale and issuance of
the bonds herein authorized, and of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds, and the
renewals of said bond anticipation notes, and as to the execution of agreements for credit enhancements, are hereby
delegated to the Supervisor, the chief fiscal officer of the Town.

Section 6. The validity of the bonds authorized by this resolution, and of any notes issued in
anticipation of the sale of said bonds, may be contested only if:
