the water and one of the adjoining property owners, Mr, Ldward Barbour, has indicated
that he would grant an easement through his property so that a larger drain could

be installed which would correct the situation,

Mr. Klein also reported that to.correct the drainage problem on the Rossi
property at Nanuet would be a very expensive operation. He said that a diteh would
have to be dug approximately 800 feet and the cost of the plpe would run aslmost $3,400.
He said that the ma jor problem would be to dlvert the water away from the Rossi
property and it was going to prove very expensilve,

Mr, Dillon‘informed the Board that a meeting w uld be held on Octe 5 with
the Assessor, Rec. of Taxes and a representative of I.B.M. He sald that the Tax
Roll situation must be stralgntened out once and for all and each department would
be advised of whatrthelr duties were so that there would be no more confusion,

Mr. Dillon stated that the Dumpmaester had requested some 1% inch pipe
to extend the water line at the Eump. He suggested that he and Mr. Kleln makelan
