Me. Stout said her property borders the western 
portion of Rosecrans Avenue. She said if the Board abandons 
this property what will become of the western portion of this 
property adjacent to her yard? She said she understands that 
in order for it to be given to adjoining property owners the 
deed must mention the Boston Improvement Company and since hers 
doesn't she wanted to know what becomes of the piece of land In 
question? 

Town Attorney said the mere abandonment of the 
property by the Town does not convey any title to anyone 
because we never owned this so we can't give a deed. However, 
if this should be abandoned you should have a title search done 
and you may find that you do or you do not own it. The title 
search would have to be done on the bed of the street to 
determine that. 

Ms. Stout said her search turned up that It belongs 
to the original owner and if it is abandoned, she understands 
what the Town Attorney Is saying but she still wanted to know 
what becomes of those types of properties? Does the original 
owner become the bearer of the property or does it just lay in 
limbo since the owner is no longer around? Councilman 
Dusanenko said do you mean the previous owner of your home?

Town Attorney said the Rockland County Planning 
Board disapproves because they want a comprehensive study made 
of the entire area. The CIarkstown Planning Board approves 
R-10 subject to conditions. There is no SEORA report at the 
present time. 

Mr. Geneslaw said a memo was sent to the Board on 
November 30th saying that as far as they were concerned the 
zone change would not be significant. They felt there should 
be no filling or construction in the flood plain and pedestrian 
access should be provided by way of an easement right of way to 
the waters edge. Supervisor said the waters edge meaning 
Swarthout Lake not the road.

Mr. Tracy stated he was the attorney for the 
Goodmans. He said this matter came before the Town Board in 
connection with this 5.2 acre parcel of land east of Lakeward

zoning. There was some discussion prior to the public hearing 
which was scheduled thereon with the feeling that the property 
might be better suited for an R-10 zoning. He said they 
withdrew that petition but the resolution of the Town Board 
referring it back to the Planning Board referred it back for a 
R-10 or an MF-1 zone. Therefore, the matter was considered in 
the alternative. The CIarkstown Planning Board made a 
favorable recommendation for R-10 zoning with conditions based 
upon the fact that a discussion ensued concerning the need In 
the Town for obtainable housing. He said we don't use the word 
"affordable" because what is affordable to some is not 
"affordable" to others. However, in analyzing existing market 
data we have been able to derive a type of house which is 
obtainable by new home owners. He said the most significant 
discussion on that was the discussion by Planning Board Member 
Kane in recommending the R-10 when he discussed the need for 
people who presently live in condominiums who need new space 
and who wish to move up to the next step. The property, as you 
know, is on Swarthout Lake. If it were rezoned by this Board 
to MF-1 it would produce twenty units. If it is approved for 
R-10 units it will produce nine units all in the obtainable 
house category. The Goodman brothers have owned this property 
for over forty years and have been residents of this community

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for over sixty years. They have watched the area as it was 
developed with MF-1. They noticed the MF-3 parcels in the area 
and the commercial parcels in the area. The basis for the 
recommendation by the CIarkstown Planning Board is the basis on 
which I urge this honorable Board to approve this petition.

Mr. Burke said he was not opposed to R-10 
but as a resident who has been living here for five years he is 
vehemently opposed to MF-1 or MF-2. Overcrowding and over-
utilization Is going to make Congers a very undesirable place 
to live.

It has 
really changed. He said they have every dine Invested in their 
home and are really concerned about the long term prospect of 
this area. He said for those reasons he would respectfully 
urge the Board to deny the MF-1 and the MF-2 designations.

Mr. O'Rourke said he is president of the 
Homeowners' Association of which there are thirty members and 
the members have previously appeared at Town Board meetings and 
at Planning Board meetings.

We don't feel 
there is a need and if there an inclination to further consider 
MF it should be put on hold until the Master Plan for the area 
is updated rather than have piecemeal zoning for that type of 
change which is, in fact, major.

lake at trees and that is all she sees. She said she is also 
opposed to multi-family development which would probably result 
in a lot of the trees coming down. She felt it would have an 
unfortunate impact on this very small lake. 

Mr. Tracy said he would like to call the Board's 
attention to the fact that seventy notices were sent out about 
this hearing by certified mail. Most of them went to the 
individuals who live In the homeowners' association, some of 
whom have spoken against the rezoning to MF. He said his 
client cares not whether the property Is zoned as MF-1 or 
R-10. He made the application for R-10. We think that MF-1 
would be more advantageous from the design concept. We are 
aware of the fact that many of the people who now live In the 
MF-2 project adjacent, which was built by virtue of a zone 
change, feel that the area is overburdened with multiple 
dwellings. There may be some feeling akin to that by the 
Planning Board who made a favorable R-10 recommendation and 
there may be a need in the Town for a type of housing that Is 
more obtainable because it can be built on a smaller lot. 
Therefore, I would urge this Board, on the basis of public 
opinion expressed here tonight, and on the basis of the 
Planning Board's favorable report, to rezone this property to 
R-10. 

Supervisor Holbrook asked if the difference between 
the R-10 and the R-15 is the ability to convert to two-family? 
Mr. Tracy said this particular type will not be able to be 
converted to two-family as a right because the site does not 
front on a collector road. The entrance Is not on a collector 
road. He said he believes he is supported In that by the 
Planning Board Members and Mr. Geneslaw. Ve will not be able 
to convert as a right to two-family as you could in the R-10 
using a 15,000 square foot density because you would have to be 
on a major or collector road to do so under our zoning 
ordinance and this property does not so quality.
