WHEREAS, the Town of Clarkstown’s Downtown New City Revitalization Project has been designed to promote 
pedestrian traffic, improve vehicle traffic flow and to benefit local merchants and the Town in general, and 
WHEREAS, the design includes the alteration of the traffic flow for Demarest Avenue, creating a portion of it to be 
a one way street from South Main Street, and 
WHEREAS, the current progress of the project warrants the installation of directional signage to avoid confusion, 
and 
WHEREAS, this resolution supersedes Resolution No. 479-2010; 
NOW, THEREFORE, be it  
RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby designates Demarest Avenue, New City as Two Way between Maple 
Avenue and the parking lot/entrances of 30-32 South Main Street (north side of Demarest) (43.19-2-72) and 40 
South Main Street (south side of Demarest) (43.19-2-71) and One Way from South Main Street east to the parking 
lot/entrances of 30-32 South Main Street (north side of Demarest) (43.19-2-72) and 40 South Main Street (south side 
of Demarest) (43.19-2-71) and authorizes the Superintendent of Highways to install the following signs:  
1) “Do Not Enter” at the bump out (with the utility pole and guy cable) on the south (or north) side of 
Demarest Avenue.

The Supervisor opened the meeting for general public comments. 
 
Steven Levine- Congers 
Stated the use of gas guzzling vehicles should be reassessed and the fee should be increased for zoning change 
applications. 
 
Mike Hirsch- New City 
Spoke in favor of the consolidation of town departments. 
 
Mary Jane O’Connor- Clarkstown 
Spoke in favor of the consolidation of town departments. 
 
Joe Angerulo- Clarkstown 
Stated that unemployment is at an all time high and everyone owes $2000 for healthcare. 
 
Amy Durbin- Congers 
Stated that Brian Wagner is the Vice President of the CSEA and the brother of the Town Attorney, which is a 
conflict of interest. 
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Frank Grandel- New City 
Stated he asked for consolidation a year ago and we should combine the Receiver of Taxes and the Assessor for a 
good amount of savings.  We need a proactive approach, but this would still need a permissive referendum. 
 
Guy Gervasi- West Nyack 
Asked the Town Board who voted for and against raises? 
 
Betty Nussbaum- Clarkstown 
Stated that she paid into medical for thirty-six years and still pays and Clarkstown employees should too. 
 
Marge Hook- New City, former Hi-Tor volunteer 
Spoke about Hi-Tor Animal Shelter not being able to provide all the services they are contracted for and said the 
town should look at cutting back their contract. 
 
Kevin Hobbes- New City 
Spoke against the town wasting money printing color brochures to mail with pictures of the Town Board and the 
Superintendent of Highways. 
 
Supervisor Gromack 
Stated that the town makes every effort to use more efficient vehicles and has a number of hybrids.  The town has 
been consolidating the work of employees and will look into the future possible consolidation of the offices of the 
Assessor, Receiver of Taxes, Town Clerk, and Comptroller.  There was no vote on the adoption of the budget or the 
salaries. New employees pay 10%, management pays 15% into health insurance, and we asked for 15% in the PBA 
negotiations. He is waiting to hear from Legislator Bierker about the Hi-Tor situation. Said we can’t get info out to 
all 86,000 residents via e-mail and have found that making mailings attractive avoids having them being mistaken 
for junk mail. Said Brian Wagner is on the CSEA Executive Board, it remains to be seen who will be picked to do 
negotiation, and we will do research to see if there is a conflict of interest.  This Town Board has worked diligently 
to move the budget down. 
 
Co. Lasker 
She congratulated David Carlucci. Stated that the ZBA needs to increase its fees and she is looking into that. She is 
looking into more energy efficient cars.  We should have consolidation.  We can cut the Town clerk’s salary and we 
can cut out the Receiver of Taxes office. 
 
Co. Borelli 
Stated that nobody has voted on any raises yet.  We have a rare opportunity to shuffle people around and we can 
consolidate the Assessor and the Receiver of Taxes. Let’s see what it is and we can do it. 
 
Co. Hausner 
Stated that she loves being a councilwoman and will not pursue being the Town Clerk.  We need to take the time to 
look at what departments it makes the most sense to merge, rather than come up with a quick plan. We need to look 
through and see what makes sense in terms of consolidation. 
 
Co. Hoehmann 
Stated that with all the positions we eliminated, we are going to come up with what makes sense.  Another police 
officer retired today and we are not filling that position.  We are looking at economical town vehicles. 
 
Supervisor Gromack 
Stated that consolidation is something we are looking at.  There is an opportunity and we will do what makes sense.  
He congratulated David Carlucci and talked about sales tax revenue. 
 
Co. Borelli 
Stated that he did not ask to get the plan for consolidation done today.  
 
Co. Lasker 
Said she is in favor of consolidation, but does not want to do it in a rushed way. 
 
With no one wishing to speak further, on motion of Co. Hoehmann, seconded by Co. Lasker, the Town Board 
moved into an executive session to discuss PBA negotiations, 8:30 P.M.  On motion of Co. Hoehmann, seconded by 
Co. Lasker, and unanimously adopted, the executive session was closed, 9:00 P.M.  On motion of Co. Hoehmann, 
seconded by Co. Lasker, and unanimously adopted, the Town Board Meeting was adjourned, 9:00 P.M.
